» Thailand is downgrading COVID-19 from pandemic to endemic and is
opening borders and easing restrictions to boost the economy. However,
the ongoing conflict in Ukraine is continuing to impact energy and food

prices and leading to higher inflation, tighter financial conditions worldwide.
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» Despite high demand for EVs and other key products, delivery schedules
are still delayed from China’s recent COVID-19 lockdowns and risks
remain because of China’s continuing of its ‘dynamic-zero’ COVID-19
policy. . ‘
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» Therefore, we see supply chain disruptions, especially in the EV
businesses, as an ongoing risk for the manufacturing sector to manage

with potential impact to cost, delivery and gross profit.

» Delta prioritizes the safety and wellbeing of our workforce while minimizing

operation disruptions. Therefore, we continue to offer booster shot vaccines to

prevent the spread of COVID-19 in our factories.
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In Q2, 2022, Delta Production’s supply situation was more stable. However, the

risk of COVID-19 lockdowns China remains and must be managed.
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Delta is monitoring the global supply chain situation and working with our
partners to minimize disruption, find solutions and maintain continuous

operations.
