Executive Summary
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» Despite a weakening global economic outlook, demand for essential infrastructure will remain and Delta
Thailand’s datacenter, telecom power and EV-related businesses continue to see growth in line with
market demand. o .
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* Rising energy costs and interest rate hike to curb inflation, among other factors, are causing a slowdown
in global economy. However, compared to other regions, Southeast Asia is less impacted. Due to easing
of lockdowns in China and logistic bottlenecks, Delta Thailand has improved delivery to customers and
had significant grovvth in Q3 22 compared to Q2'22.
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* Recent easing of the logistic situation is improving the global semiconductor shortage in some sectors.
However, ongoing challenges remain especially for the automotive sector. Delta Thailand is continuing
production capacity expansion and fulfilling delivery of backlog orders while working with partners to

manage risks and find solutions to mitigate risks from global material, logistics and cost issues.
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* Rising energy costs and interest rate hike to curb inflation, among other factors,

are causing a slowdown in global economy. In July, the IMF forecast global
growth to slow from 6% in 2021 to 3.2% in 2022. This is largely due to stalling
growth in USA, Europe and China. However, growth in ASEAN will increase

from 3.4% to 5.3% in the same period with moderate growth for Thailand.
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The rise in oil prices and incentives make EVs an increasingly attractive choice
for drivers. Meanwhile, growing demand for cloud computing and other digital
services along with 5G rollout continue to drive growth in data centers and

telecom power.
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Therefore, despite the global economic risks we still see supply chain
disruptions and critical component shortages like semiconductors for EVs, as
one of the ongoing risk for the manufacturers with potential impact to cost,

delivery and gross profit.
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» Delta remains committed to our sustainable development strategy with

continuous development in solutions addressing global megatrends and RE100
projects. We continue to prioritize the wellbeing of our workforce and are making
changes to our COVID-19 prevention in accordance with the directions of the

Thailand government.
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In Q3, 2022, Delta Production’s supply situation is stable and new product
launches are on track. Delta momentum in expanding our EV charging solutions
in Thailand to support Thailand 4.0 and further market penetration in the region

remain strong.
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Delta is closely monitoring the global supply chain situation and working with our
partners to minimize disruption, find solutions and maintain continuous
operations. This includes qualifying multiple sources for every component

technically feasible.
